Folder: Every Friday, your child will bring home
their folder with their beautiful art work and other
class work inside. Please remove the paperwork
and return the folder to school on Monday. If you
need to send anything to school (notes to teacher,
order forms, etc.), please send it in the folder.

Tuition: Tuition is due on the 15th of each month
and considered late after that. Late fees will be
strictly enforced starting this month. Always
send checks or money orders inside the tuition
envelope. We cannot accept cash.

TUITION DEPOSITS: Many of you have been
concerned about your outstanding checks. We
do not send the checks to the bookkeeper until
we have received ALL tuition payments for the
month. When tuition is received late, it delays
the entire process for everyone. In order to
prevent this in the future, please send your
payment before the 15th. No checks will EVER
be deposited until AFTER the 15th. If you wish,
you may pay with a money order.

School Clothes: If your child is having trouble
pulling up their pants/shorts or if they are unable
to snap their pants, we ask that you send them
with an elastic waistband. For color dress up
days, your child may wear any outfit that is for
that color day. They do not have to wear their
uniform. Please do not dress your child with a
belt.

Friday Spirit Shirts may be worn every Friday with
appropriate bottoms and tennis shoes. If you
chose not to purchase the Spirt Shirt, please send
your child in his or her uniform. FRIDAYS ARE NOT
FREE DRESS DAYS!

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Curriculum

Unit: Last month, we began the year with teaching the
children the proper usage of crayons, markers, paint,

dot dot, scissors, stick & liquid glue. We also briefly

introduced colors and shapes. Our upcoming units will
be All About Me, Feelings/Manners, The 5 Senses, Beach

and Pet Week. Each week, we will also have a Bible
Theme, which is listed on the calendar.

Character Critters is a program from L.S.U. that was
developed to teach good character to pre-school
children. The program teaches five concepts:
Responsibility, Trustworthiness, Respect, Caring, and
Fairness. Each month we will teach one of these

concepts. For the month of September the Character
Critter will be Respect. Nursery Rhymes for the month
will be Little Boy Blue and 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 | caught a Fish

Alive. Our color for the month is the color blue. We

will learn the numbers zero and one. The shape is a

line and circle. Directional terms are up/down and top/
bottom. The letters for this month are A, B, C, D, and

E.

In August, we covered all of the school rules inside and
outside. We are teaching the children to use walking
feet and inside voices, and the importance of keeping
their hands and feet to themselves. In addition to our

school rules, we have been working with them on
manners, especially when eating. So far, they have

been doing a great job remembering them. Sometimes

they will forget, just like we forget things. In this
case, a note will be sent home, and we ask for your

support in helping stop the inappropriate behavior. A

copy of the rules was included in your child’s packet
from the parent meeting.

Homework: If your child remembers or if you would
like to encourage homework, they can bring the letter,

number, or color to school. Your child may cut the
letter, number or color from magazines, food labels,

the newspaper, etc. They will receive a sticker and will

get to display his/her hard work at school.
